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The GRUAN Global Navigation Satellite Systems (GNSS) precipitable water (GNSS-PW) Task Team (TT)
was established in summer 2010 as one of then six GRUAN TTs. TTs are charged with addressing critical
GRUAN requirements. Ground-based GNSS-PW was identified as a Priority 1 measurement for GRUAN, and the
GNSS-PW TT’s goal is to develop, update and assist implementing explicit guidance on hardware, software and
data management practices to obtain GNSS-PW measurements of consistent quality at all GRUAN sites.

This presentation will give an overview of GRUAN, specifically work of the GNSS-PW TT, and will high-
light areas of common interest to atmospheric, climate and geodetic communities.
